Is it Cold or Flu?

Flu season peaks in January and Febru

but can vary from season to season. Ar¢
you ready? The Centers for Disease Con-

trol and Prevention (CDC) expects that
H1N1 flu from 2009 will continue to
spread during the 2012011 flu season
along with the other seasonal viruses. T
flu vaccine this year protects against thr
different flu viruses: H3N2, influenza B,
and H1N1.

Other preventative steps against the flu
include everyday measures such as; ea

a balanced diet, getting plenty of sleep @nd

exercise, reducing stress, avoiding
crowded areas, washing your hands fre
quently with soap and water, covering
your mouth with your arm when you
cough or sneeze and staying home if yo
arendét feeling wel

It is important to know the differences

between cold and flu symptoms. Cold a
flu are both respiratory illnesses caused
different viruses. Symptoms for both arg
similar so it is sometime hard to tell bas
on symptoms alone. If you are over 65,

have chronic medical conditions such a$
diabetes, kidney dysfunction, asthma, of

weakened immune systems it is wise to
check with your doctor early. Doctors m
order various tests which would enable
them to order antiviral medications whic
can reduce the severity of the flu and pr|
mote faster healing.

Cold symptoms generally last about3
a week. You may have a mild fevd

=

and/or headache, mild body aches
and pains, sore throat, sneezing, stuffy
nose, cough, sinus congestion. Flu sym

with higher fevers, headache, exhaustio
moderate to severe body aches, and m{
stuffy nose, sneezing, sore throat and
cough. Complications from the flu can b
sinusitis, bronchitis, pneumonia and ma
be life threatening.
